Although the first Labour candidates to stand in
Portsmouth Council Elections was in 1894, the first

Labour Representation Committee here was not set up
till 1900,

The Portsmouth Labour Party has set up Constituency
Associations and Ward Assoclations and records to a
greater or lesser extent survive for all these as
well as for Unity Hall in Fratton bought in 1951.

From 1918 until 1948 most of Portsea Island was
split between three parliamentary divisions as

follows:-

Constituency Wards

Portsmouth North North End, Mile End
(called Nelson from 1928),
Charles Dickens, Portsea,
Meredith

Portsmouth Central Buckland, Frattom, 5t Mary,
Guildhall, Kingston

Portsmouth South Havelock, Highland, 5t Paul
(renamed St Jude), St Simonm,
St Thomas

After 1948 there were only two constituencies.
Portsmouth North and Portsmouth Central with the
exception of Kingston and Meredith Wards were
combined to form Portsmouth West. Meredith Ward
with Cosham Ward went to form part of Portsmouth
Langstone. Portsmouth West was once more called
Portsmouth North in 1971. Portsmouth South remained
the same but with the addition of Kingston Ward.
