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INTRODUCTION

I. GENERAL BACKGROUND

Over the centuries many wealthy parishioners of St. Mary’s, Walthamstow have
created charities to benefit the poor, elderly and infirm residents of Walthamstow.
Some of these charities, endowed with property and sums of money, were originally
administered by separate trustees; others were entrusted to the vicar and
churchwardens. In 1880, the Charity Commission consolidated under a board of
Charity Governors the administration and assets of sixteen of these charities: the
charities of Robert Rampston, Thomas Colby, Richard Garnett, Antony Compton and
Thomas Turner, Sigismund Trafford, Jeremiah Wakelin, Thomas Legendre, Catherine
Woolball, Thomas Sims, Richard Banks, John Harman, William Bedford, Elizabeth
Collard, John Rigges, and John Morley, and the almshouses of Sir George Monoux.
In 1895 the Charity Commission further consolidated the parish charities with the
creation of The Walthamstow Parochial Charities. Consisting of representative
trustees from each ward, co-optative trustees, and the vicar as ex-officio trustee, the
new board of trustees administered not only the above charities, but also the
additional charities of Sir Henry Maynard, Mary Squire, Robert Barker, Elizabeth
Collard, Mary Cox, Jane Sabina Collard, the Reverend William Hyll, William
Conyers, Thomas Gamuel, The Inhabitants Donation, Edward Corbett, Edmund Wise,
James Holbrook, William Cluff, and Daniel Maclaurin. In 1957 the Charity
Commission again reorganised the administration of the Walthamstow charities,
adding the charities of John Cossar and Thomas Worton and renaming the governing
body the Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities. Today, in addition to
administering the above charities, the trustees of the Walthamstow Almshouse and
General Charities function as well as the trustees of the Chingford Almshouse
Charities, the Hale End District Association Sick Children’s Fund, the Mallinson
Fund, the Spade Husbandry Trust, the Walthamstow Sick and Needy Fund, and the
Walthamstow Sick Poor Fund.

II. INDIVIDUAL CHARITY BACKGROUND

A fuller description of many of the older individual Walthamstow charities appears in
George Bosworth’s A History of Walthamstow Charities 1487-1920), Walthamstow
Antiquarian Society, Official Publication No. 8, 1920. For ease of reference, however,
a short description appears below for each charity mentioned in this catalogue.

THE CHARITY OF ELIZABETH CASS

By her will in 1838 Elizabeth Cass left £4,000 in 3% consolidated annuities to the
Vicar and Churchwardens of Walthamstow. From the annual interest £30 was to be
divided among the vicar and churchwardens and the remainder distributed "amongst
as many poor persons of good character not receiving parochial relief and members of
the Established Protestant Church of England as they the said Vicar and
Churchwardens shall think fit."
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THE CHINGFORD ALMSHOUSE CHARITY

In 1859 four almshouses were erected by public subscription on The Green in
Chingford, and a fifth house was added, again by public subscription, during the
Jubilee Year of 1887. Bequests left by Elizabeth Ainslee and Anne Ainslee in 1901
provided for repairs and a small annual stipend for the residents. During the 1950s
and 1960s Charity Commission schemes consolidated these and two other small
bequests into the Chingford Almshouse Charity; the original almshouses on The
Green were sold; property was purchased on Templeton Avenue; and six new
almshouses were erected. Administration of the almshouses then passed from the
rector and churchwardens to charity trustees and in 1980 to the Trustees of
Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities.

THE GIFT OF WILLIAM CLUFF

In his Will, proved 18 June 1874, William Cluff left to the Vicar, Churchwardens and
Overseers of the Parish of Walthamstow £1,000 to be invested in consolidated
annuities. The income was to be used "every Christmas in giving to thirty poor
deserving people living in the said Parish of Walthamstow five sacks of good Coals
each and so much bread as the balance of the said dividends and income’ will
purchase."

THE CHARITY OF THOMAS COLBY

In 1609 Thomas Colby, former schoolmaster in the Free School of Walthamstow, left
his estate for the use of the poor of Walthamstow. In 1633 an inquisition revealed a
breach of trust and ordered a restitution of about £120 to the parish. With the money
"three pieces of ground at Hale End" were purchased by the churchwardens in 1636.
Over the centuries the land has been let as agricultural land and teday is known as
Hale Brinks and Hale End Allotments. In 1924 Hale Brinks Allotments were divided
into Hale Brinks North and Hale Brinks South through the compulsory purchase of
land for the North Circular Road and further land was purchased for the widening of
the road in 1990. Aside from minor boundary alterations resulting from Deeds of
Exchange in 1886, 1939, and 1962 and two electricity wayleaves granted in 1965 and
1968, the land today remains much the same as when purchased in the 17th century.

THE CHARITY OF ELIZABETH COLLARD

By her Will dated 15 April 1834 Elizabeth Collard gave "£500 to the trustees for the
time being of the Monoux Almshouses and the Squire Almshouses upon trust to pay
the interest thereof every half-year to the poor persons inhabiting the same
Almshouses share and share alike." Elizabeth Collard died in 1842, and her Will was
proved in the Prerogative Court of Canterbury on 29 April 1842.
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THE CHARTY OF JANE SABINA COLLARD

In 1859 Jane Sabina Collard conveyed to trustees Arthur Foulger, Charles Richard
Vines and William Houghton a piece of land on the south side of Shernhall Street
known as Pound Field and also two pieces of land, each 250 feet by 70 feet, on the
north and south sides of Maynard Road for the erection and endowment of
almshouses. After funds had accumulated for 21 years, the original almshouses were
built on the north side of Maynard Road in 1881. With the remaining proceeds from
the original endowment William Houghton purchased additional land in Hoe Street in
1883, Cottenham Road in 1885, and Albert Street in 1889; however, over the years
most of this property has been sold and the proceeds invested for the maintenance of
the almshouses. Between 1966 and 1970 the Trustees of Walthamstow Almshouse
and General Charities purchased the adjacent properties of 1 Maynard Road and 1-4
Beulah Path in order to enlarge the almshouses. Demolition began in December 1972;
the rebuilding was completed in December 1974; and the new almshouses were
opened on 11 January 1975.

THE CHARITY OF WILLIAM CONYER

By Deed dated 20 November 1621, William Conyers conveyed in trust the sum of £7
10s. payable out of his lands in Walthamstow known as Sheepcoates Breach, Middle
Breach, Feather Breach, Slipe and Stakefield to be used by the Churchwardens and
Overseers of the Poor for the weekly distribution of bread to twelve poor persons.
Paid annually by various owners of these lands, this perpetual rentcharge was finally
redeemed and discharged in 1926 through the purchase of £400 Consols, which are
held in trust for the Charity by the Charity Commission.

THE GIFT OF ELIZABETH COOPER

In 1708 Elizabeth Cooper, Lady of the Rectory Manor of Walthamstow, left £200 to
purchase lands for the benefit of the Vicar of Walthamstow. The Vicar, the Reverend
Edmund Chishull, purchased a copyhold field called Wilgods held of the manor of
Salisbury Hall and was admitted as tenant in 1716.

THE CHARITY OF EDWARD CORBETT

The Will of Edward Corbett, dated 5 April 1674, bequeathed to the poor of the parish
of Walthamstow a triangular piece of land bordered on the north by Wyatt Lane and
on the east by Wood Street. Divided into four parcels of land, this property produced
a rental income of £85 6s.0d. in 1831 and £135 1s.0d. in 1895. In 1903 some of the
old buildings were pulled down and new shops erected, known today as Numbers 60,
62, 64, and 66 Wood Street. Part of the property containing 1.07 acres was purchased
by the Mayor Aldermen and Burgesses of the London Borough of Walthamstow in
1936. Today the Charities still retain a residential property known as Hatton Lodge
and commercial property on Wyatt Street known as The Don.
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THE CHARITY OF JOHN COSSAR

In 1892 John Cossar bequeathed his freehold house in Forest Road to his wife,
Susanna Cossar, and after her death to the Trustees of the Squire's Almshouses. The
sale of the property, required by Charity Commission Sealed Order in 1894 to be
carried out within six months following the decease of Susanna Cossar, was
completed in 1911, and the proceeds were invested and transferred to The Official
Trustee of Charitable Funds.

THE CHARITY OF MARY COX

By her Will dated 3 August 1878 and proved 30 April 1889, Mrs Mary Cox left to the
rector of Walthamstow the sum of £150, directing that the sum be invested and the
annual dividend be divided among the residents of the Mary Squire’s Almshouses.

THE CHARITY OF THOMAS GAMUEL

By his Will dated 23 January 1642 Thomas Gamuel left for the poor of the parish
about six acres of copyhold land held by him of the Manor of the Rectory of
Walthamstow, four acres on the south side of Markhouse Road known as Prior's
Croft, or Honeybone Field, and two acres in Broomfield, or Markhouse Common.
Various sales of land in 1873, 1925, 1956, 1962, and 1973 have reduced the holding,
but the Trustees of the Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities still own 3.2
acres of Honeybone Field currently let as allotments.

THE CHARITY OF RICHARD GARNETT

In his Will dated 6 January 1642, Richard Garnett bequeathed to the Churchwardens
and Overseers of the Poor of Walthamstow an annuity of £3 arising from property in
Marsh Street. This annuity was to be spent on the distribution of bread to the poor of
the parish. In 1893 this rentcharge was transferred to property known as 33 York

Terrace, Selborne Road, and in 1982 the property was sold to the London Borough of
Waltham Forest.

THE HALE END DISTRICT ASSOCIATION SICK CHILDREN'S FUND

By Deed of Trust dated 3 January 1925, the trustees of the Hale End District
Association Charity created the Hale End District Association Hospital Charity to be
administered by the trustees of the Walthamstow Parochial Charities. Proceeds arising
from the investment of the sum of £1020 were to be applied for the benefit of children
of military personnel and of the children of poor persons generally who were resident
in the parish of All Saints, Higham Park, Hale End. By Charity Commission scheme
dated 11 July 1952, the name of the charity was changed to its present name, and the
beneficiaries were changed to include both sick children and sick adults residing in
the parish.

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THE CHARITY OF JOHN HARMAN

John Harman, Lord of the Manor of Higham Bensted, in his Will dated 27 October
1815 left £200 to his son Jeremiah Harman to be distributed "towards the relief of
necessitous objects residing in or near Walthamstow." A codicil to the Will dated 28
July 1817 directed that the legacies given by his will for charitable purposes should
be doubled. The Will was proved on 15 August 1817, and Jeremiah Harman
appropriated £350 to the poor of Walthamstow and £150 to the poor of the parishes of
Chingford and Woodford. Most of the former sum he paid over to the
churchwardens, who invested the legacy and agreed by resolution of the Vestry on 15
March 1819 to distribute the dividends among the thirteen people living in the
Monoux Almshouses.

THE CHARITY OF JAMES HOLBROOK

In 1782 James Holbrook, brewer in the parish of St. Botoph's, Aldgate, established a
charity for the weekly distribution of bread to ten needy parishioners of
Walthamstow. By an indenture dated 30 September 1805 he left to the Vicar and
Churchwardens a rent-charge of £39 arising from a property in Marsh Street in
Walthamstow to pay for the continuation of the charity after his death.

THE CHARITY OF MATTHEW HUMBERSTONE

In his Will dated 1708 Matthew Humberstone left £10 for the poor of Walthamstow
and after the death of his wife £500 to erect a school and six almshouses and further
sums to provide a £14 annual income for the school and a £4 annual income to each
of the six poor inhabitants. His widow May Humberstone paid the £10 in 1710, but
the other provisions of his Will were never executed.

THE CHARITY OF THE REV. WILLIAM HYLL

The Rev. William Hyll was Vicar of Walthamstow from 1470 until his death in 1487.
In his Will, dated 17 May 1487, he bequeathed to the church of Walthamstow one
acre of meadow in the Manor of Low Hall with the condition "that it be not sold, but
the yearly profit thereof come to the Church, so that the Church Wardens keep my
Anniversary, my Fadyr's, and my Modyr's, bearing such charges as may be thought fit
and convenient."

THE INHABITANTS DONATION

In 1650 several unnamed people gave to twenty inhabitants of Walthamstow the sum
of £85 on trust for the relief of the poor inhabitants of Walthamstow. Sixteen acres of
arable land, pasture and woodland known as Winsbeech Field bordered on the north
by Hagger Lane, now known as Forest Road, and on the east by Waltham Forest were
purchased and let in 1651. A small piece was sold to the Great Eastern Railway in
1877, and the remainder was developed during the late 19th century as residential
property known today as Forest Road, Fyfield Road, Hempstead Road, Dennis Court
and Fernhill Court. Most of these houses were sold during the 1970s and Fernhill
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Court was sold in 1998; however, the Charity still owns Dennis Court and several
houses on Forest Road.

THE CHARITY OF THOMAS LEGENDRE AND JOHN FISHER

In 1752 Thomas Legendre bequeathed £600 in trust to the Vicar and Churchwardens
of Walthamstow, the interest thereof to be used to distribute coal to the poor of the
parish each year fourteen days before Christmas. The charitable bequest was void by
the Statute of Mortmain, but his executor John Fisher gave £563 12s. Consolidated
Bank Annuities to fulfill Legendre's intention. This sum was eventually combined
with the the bequest of Katherine Woolball.

. THE CHARITY OF DANIEL MACLAURIN

In his Will dated 21 April 1868 Daniel Maclaurin left the sum of £150 to the Rector
of the Parish of Walthamstow to invest and to distribute the annual dividends among
the poor of the parish. In 1901 the Trustees purchased a piece of land on the north
side of Havant Road adjoining in the rear land on Wyatt Lane belonging to the
Edward Corbett Charity. The houses erected on this land, known today as Numbers
40, 42, 44, 46, 48, 50, and 52 Havant Road, were sold by the Trustees between 1969
and 1980. :

THE MALLINSON FUND

By Charity Commission Scheme dated 18 July 1958, the endowments of the Charity
of Sir William Mallinson in aid of the Connaught Hospital were divided into four
separate charities including The Mallinson Fund in aid of the Walthamstow
Almshouse and General Charities. Trustees of this newly created charity are the
trustees for the time being of the Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities.

THE CHARITY OF SIR HENRY MAYNARD

When Sir Henry Maynard died in 1686, he left bequests totalling £1000 for the Sir
George Monoux School, for the Vicar and Churchwardens of Walthamstow, and for
"the poor and necessitous inhabitants of the parish." Initially, the estate was
mismanaged by Sir Henry's executor, resulting in an inquisition headed by the Bishop
of London in 1699 and hearings in the Court of Chancery in 1706 and 1714. The
money was eventually used to purchase two pieces of land in the Parish of
Walthamstow--51 acres situated on Billet Road, Higham Hill Road, and Folly Lane
known as Bulls Farm and 30 acres situated east of Hale End Road known as
Stretmans Farm. The latter property was sold in 1932 and 1948, and most of the
former between 1905 and 1956, leaving today only the 4 acres known as
Trencherfield Allotments and 2a.3r.22p. leased to the William E. Whittingham
School for 999 years from 24 June 1909,

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THE CHARITY OF SIR GEORGE MONOUX

Sir George Monoux, Master of the Drapers Company and Lord Mayor of London, left
an extensive estate in the City of London and in the Parish of Walthamstow. (See
Monoux's Ledger Book, British Library, Add. MS 18783.) In 1527 Sir George
Monoux established a free school, a schoolmaster’s house, and almshouses for eight
men and five women of the Parish of Walthamstow, and in his Will dated 6 June 1541
Monoux provided for their perpetual maintenance out of the proceeds of his London
estate. Situated on the north side of the church, the Monoux Almshouses consisted of
a row of 14 houses for the almspeople and schoolmaster, with the schoolrooms
occupying the first story. The early trustees of his estate often neglected their duty,
and inquisitions into the administration of the Charity were held in 1636 and 1658.
Finally, by an Agreement between the trustees and the churchwardens, the
administration of the Monoux Charity passed to the Churchwardens and Overseers of
the Parish of Walthamstow in 1782. The school was reorganized during the 1880s and
moved to other premises, and in 1907 the school govemnors conveyed the old
schoolroom and master's house to the Trustees of Walthamstow Parochial Charities.
Partially destroyed by enemy action during World War II, the almshouses were
rebuilt during the 1950s and extensively modemised in 1997. The old schoolroom
now serves as the administrative offices for the Trustees of Walthamstow Almshouse
and General Charities. .

THE BEQUEST OF JOHN MORLEY

When John Morley died on 21 September 1845, he left £300 in his will to be invested
in bank annuities, the dividends to be used to maintain the Morley vault and
monument in the churchyard of St. Mary's, Walthamstow. Any surplus dividends
were to be spent on 17th April each year "in the distribution of Bread to such poor
persons of the parish as the Rector and churchwardens may think best qualified to
receive the same."

THE CHARITY OF ROBERT OZLER

In his will dated 1698 Robert Ozler left £300 to build a free school for 14 children
from Leyton and Walthamstow and £12 a year to a schoolmaster to teach them to
read and write. A decree of Chancery authorised the purchase of a house and land in
1709, and the school opened in 1710. In 1813 William Bosanquet added £200 to the
endowment, the interest of which was to be spent for books, stationery, and pens.
Apart from the documents below, the records of the school, including the trustees
minute book 1710-1846, can be found among the Leyton Parish records.

THE CHARITY OF ROBERT RAMPSTON

In a codicil to his Will dated 2 August 1585 Robert Rampston left £22 to be paid
annually to the poor of twelve parishes. A brass inscription in the Parish Church of
Walthamstow reveals that the sum of £2 was to be paid to the poor of Walthamstow
each year in the month of November.
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THE CHARITY OF JOHN RIGG

In 1806 Churchwarden John Rigg bequeathed £20 to the poor of Walthamstow and
£100 in Three Per Cent. Consolidated Annuities to keep his family vault in repair. By
1832 the surplus dividends not required for repair of the vault were used for general
charitable purposes.

THE MARY ANN CAROLINE RICHARDSON BEQUEST

By her Will dated 14 November 1963, Mrs. Mary Ann Caroline Richardson left the
residue of her estate to the Trustees of Walthamstow Almshouse and General
Charities. Mrs. Richardson died on 11 May 1967, leaving after the payment of
bequests and duties the sum of £7263.38. In 1973, £7270 was invested with The
Official Custodian for Charities in 9.75% bonds issued by the London Borough of
Waltham Forest.

THE CHARITY OF SUSAN SAMMS

In her Will dated 1713 Susan Samms left £4 to be distributed amng several named
poor inhabitants of Walthamstow and the remainder of her estate "to be employed in
purchasing a brass branch candlestick for the use of the Church of Walthamstow and
in erecting a turrett on the steeple of the said church for hanging therein the saints bell
both these works as well as the care of my gravestone to be committed to the
discretion of Mr Edmond Chishull Minister of Walthamstow."

THE CHARITY OF THOMAS SIMS

In 1782 Thomas Sims left to the Churchwardens of the Parish of Walthamstow £100
in Three Per Cent Bank Annuities. The churchwardens were to use the interest to
repair his vault and tomb in the churchyard and for "such purposes as they in their
discretion should think proper and most beneficial to the said Parish." All surplus
interest was added annually to the general account of the parochial charities.

THE WALTHAMSTOW SPADE HUSBANDRY TRUST

The Walthamstow Spade Husbandry Society was established in 1830 at a meeting of
the inhabitants of Walthamstow, when it was resolved to obtain suitable land to let to
the industrious poor for cultivation by the spade. The Society first rented lands at
Chapel End and Markhouse Road, but in 1834 Lord Maynard donated to the Society
ten acres of forest and waste land from the Manor of Walthamstow Toney situated
near the junction of Forest Road and Woodford Road. The land was divided into
forty-three plots (later split into eighty-six) and administered by five trustees. In 1924
the land was enfranchised during negotiations with the Ministry of Transport and The
Metropolitan Water Board about possible sale of the property. Although part of the
site was finally compulsorily purchased by The Metropolitan Water Board in 1939,
the remaining allotments continued to be operated by the Society, until a Charity
Commission Scheme passed the administration to the Trustees of the Walthamstow
Almshouse and General Charities in February 1941. Many of the surviving title
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deeds of the property were damaged, and the minute books for 1836-1906
presumably destroyed, during enemy action in 1940,

THE CHARITY OF MARY SQUIRE

In 1795 Mrs. Mary Squire erected six almshouses on the west side of St. Mary's
churchyard for "the widows of decayed tradesmen" and tranferred to four trustees the
sum of £1100 for the maintenance of the almshouses and inhabitants. In her Will
dated 1| March 1796 and proved 21 March 1797, Mary Squire transferred an
additional sum of £1800 to the trustees to increase the annual stipend to the
inhabitants. In 1895 the Squire's Almshouses came under the control of the Trustees
of Walthamstow Parochial Charities and since 1957 have been administered by the
Trustees of Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities. During the 1970s the six
almshouses were modernised, and during the 1990s they were again refurbished and
reduced to the present four houses.

THE CHARITY OF SIGISMUND TRAFFORD

In 1723 Sigismund Trafford left to the Vicar and Churchwardens of Walthamstow
the annual sum of £10 to maintain and repair the Trafford family monument and
vault at the west end of St. Mary's Church. Any surplus not needed for these repairs
could be distributed by the Vicar and Churchwardens as they saw fit. This annual £10
rentcharge is payable out of the messuage and lands called Grange Hill Farm in the
parish of St. Mary, Lincoln.

THE CHARITY OF THOMAS TURNER

In his Will, dated 18 May 1711, Thomas Tumer bequeathed to Walthamstow the sum
of £130 to purchase land. The profits were to be used first for maintenance of his
gravestone in the churchyard and secondly for distribution of bread to the poor. In
1729 the parish used the bequests of Thomas Turner and of Anthony and Dinah
Compton to buy land for the building of a Workhouse for the relief of the poor of the
parish. Part of the garden attached to the Vestry Room located on this property was
sold to the Great Eastern Railway Company in 1873.

THE CHARITY OF JEREMIAH WAKELIN

In his Will dated 1735, Jeremiah Wakelin left to the churchwardens of Walthamstow
the yearly rents and profits of a piece of copyhold land known as Pound Field to be
distributed to the poor of Walthamstow on every New Year's Day. The land was
enfranchised in 1862, and additional land was purchased in 1870 and 1879 to provide
access to Maynard Road on the south and Addison Road on the north. In 1885 the
land was let on a 99-year lease to the Walthamstow Education Committee, and
subject to the lease it was sold in 1974 to the London Borough of Waltham Forest. It
now forms the site of the Maynard Road School.
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WALTHAMSTOW SICK AND NEEDY FUND

By Charity Commission Scheme dated 15 January 1975 the trustees of the
Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charnities became the trustees of the
Walthamstow Sick and Needy Fund. Clear income arising from the assets of the
charity is to be spent for the relief of the sick, convalescent, disabled, handicapped or
infirm in the former Borough of Walthamstow.

WALTHAMSTOW SICK POOR FUND

By Charity Commission Scheme dated 8 March 1955 the assets of the Walthamstow
Sick Poor Fund, formerly the Walthamstow Dispensary, were passed to the trustees of
the Walthamstow Parochial Charities. The property known as 105 and 105A Hoe
Street was sold in 1980.

THE CHARITY OF EDMUND WISE

In his Will dated 17 February 1732, Edmund Wise directed that the rents from certain
lands containing 6 acres 2 rods in Low Leyton be paid to the churchwardens of
Walthamstow for keeping "decently in good and sufficient repair the tombs in which
his mother lay and wherein he intended to be buried." Originally let for agricultural
purposes, the land was developed by William Goodman during the 1870s and 1880s
as residential property on Toronto Road, Clarence Road, Brierley Road, Langthorne
Road and Lynton Road in Leytonstone and let on 99 year leases from 25 March 1870,
During the 1960s and 1970s, some of these premises were compulsorily purchased to
make way for the construction of the Downsell Primary School and most of the others
were sold, leaving only the freehold of 26 Bnerley Road in the possession of the
Trustees.

THE CHARITY OF THOMAS WORTON

By his Will proved on 18 January 1922, Thomas Worton endowed the Thomas
Worton Ward at the Walthamstow, Wanstead and Leyton Children’s and General
Hospital and gave to the trustees of the Walthamstow Parochial Chanities the sum of
£30,208 16s. 4d. Annual income arnising from this endowment was to be used by the
trustees for upkeep of the almshouses, stipends to almspeople, and pensions to “poor
persons of good character” who have resided in the Parish of Walthamstow for not
less than five years.

IIl. PROVENANCE OF THE COLLECTION

The various administrative re-organisations of the Walthamstow charities during the
nineteenth and twentieth centuries unfortunately led to the artificial division of the
chanties’ archives. After 1895 some of the records were lodged with the clerk of the
Walthamstow Parochial Charities and eventually with his successor, the clerk of the
Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities. Others were retained by the vicar
and churchwardens and eventually deposited in the Waltham Forest Archives along
with the other records of the Parish of St. Mary’s, Walthamstow. After a fire in the
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offices of Messrs. G. Houghton, Solicitors damaged or destroyed some of the records
of the Walthamstow Almshouse and General Chanities, the clerk deposited most of
the records in his possession in January 1982 (Accession No. 7990), followed by four
further deposits between 1984 and 1986 (Accession Nos. 8590, 8591, 8624, and
8637). These various deposits in the Archives resulted in some of the charity records
being catalogued with the parish records and some with the records of the
Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities, often separating records relating to
the same property. In July 1997 the PCC of St. Mary’s, Walthamstow gave
permission for deposited charity documents to be transferred from the parish series to
the Walthamstow Almshouse and General Chanties senes. This catalogue now brings
together into one unified series all of the charity records previously deposited, along
with the more recent records of the Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities
deposited here for the first time (Accession No. 10222). To aid researchers who may
have used these records under their old classification, the following conversion chart
shows both the former references and the corresponding new references.

IV. ORGANISATION OF THE CATALOGUE

There was no obvious solution to the problem of organising the Walthamstow charity
records. Some, but not all, of the charities have generated their own archives,
including administrative records, estate records, and financial records. The
churchwardens and each of the three governing bodies created by the Charity
Commission have created further records, in which some of the charities have
maintained separate identities and others have been merged into general charity
accounts. Furthermore, there has been no distinct break in the records as one
governing body succeeded another; in some cases accounts and minutes even
continued in the same volumes.

The simplest solution in the end was to adopt the system used for the current and
non-current files of the Walthamstow Almshouse and General Charities: division into
five broad categories of administration, estate, finance, almshouse property, and
almshouse residents. Within each category the records are divided into general
records and individual charity records and, where appropriate, further subdivided into

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individual charities, individual properties, or individual almshouses, and then
arranged in chronological order. The first section of the catalogue, therefore, contains
administrative records, including Charity Commission schemes, wills, and legal
documents relating to the establishment of the charities, and trustee minutes, agenda
papers, and other documents relating to the administration of the charities. Records
relating to several or all of the charities appear first, followed by administrative
records specifically relating to individual charities. The second section of the
catalogue contains documents relating to the charity estate, including title deeds,
leases, surveyor's reports, and correspondence. Those documents relating to more
than one property or to the whole estate appear first in a general documents section,
followed by sections devoted to individual charities subdivided, where applicable, if
an individual charity owned more than one property. The third section of the
catalogue contains financial records, including account books, annual reports, bills
and receipts. Those documents referring to several or all of the charities appear in the
general finance section, followed by those records referring to individual charities.
The fourth section of the catalogue contains documents relating to the building and
maintaining of the Jane Sabina Collard Almshouses, the Sir George Monoux
Almshouses, the Mary Squire Almshouses, and the Ridgers Almshouses in
Chingford. Those records relating to several or all of the almshouses appear in the
general almshouse section followed by separate sections contining records relating to
individual almshouse properties. The fifth section of the catalogue contains records
relating to the residents of the Jane Sabina Collard Almshouses, the Sir George
Monoux Almshouses, the Mary Squire Almshouses, and the Ridgers Almshouses,
including registers of almspeople, wardens reports, and applications and
correspondence relating to individual almspeople. A final miscellaneous section
contains mainly records about the almshouses generated by other sources. This
organisation results in the following scheme:
