This Congregational theological college was founded in 1501 as a successor to
Weatern College, Plymouth (established 1845), which was itself the successor of
Western Academies at Exeter (1829-45), AXminster (1795-1828), Taunton (1780-%%),
Bridport (1765-79) and Ottery St. Mary (1752-64)., Western College, Bristol was
¢losed and its work absorbed into that of the Congregational College, Manchester
in 1969, when the MSS, deseribed in the following list were transferred to New

College, London,
